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Understanding the 
Times

Today’s culture offers the Church a 
unique challenge. It is identified as postmod-
ern and their characteristic is not to chal-
lenge the truth of the Gospel of Jesus Christ 
as has been done so much in the past. To-
day many will just say, "Yes, but that’s your 
truth." The issue is no longer right versus 
wrong. The concept of error or wrong has 
been removed from the postmodern vocabu-
lary with one exception – today it is seen as 
wrong to say that someone's worldview, re-
ligion, culture, philosophy or experience is 
wrong. For someone who will deny objective 
truth this is one truth they will hold to fero-
ciously – try figuring that one out.

For the postmodern thinker, truth is 
relative and emerges only from a particular 
set of values created within a subculture. Not 
only is the claim of absolute truth rejected 
but those who claim to possess such truth 
are seen as power mongers, only wanting to 
dominate – that would be you, a typical 
Christian.

So how do we, the Church, connect 
with this culture with the good news of Jesus 
Christ? How do we share the wonderful 
truths of God’s grace with a people who will 
listen but not feel challenged at all if they are 
without the saving knowledge of our Lord 
Jesus? Well, needless to say it is a dilemma 
that the Church must address.  But, we 
haven’t!

Following recent major events in our 
country the Church has misinterpreted the 
culture’s reaction. Examples: 1) the Church 
thought that the tragedy of September 11, 
2001 would cause a great increase in those 
making professions for Christ. Nope, didn’t 
happen; 2) the Church also thought that the 
movie The Passion of Christ was a great 
evangelistic tool and would surely bring in 
the converted, but again – no.  Sure there 
was the increase short term but no real last-
ing increases have been seen months after. 
Why?

Well, the responses to these issues 
are certainly many and diverse to say the 
least. But I believe we can look at two issues 
that have caused our misinterpretation and 
affected our connection with the culture:

           1.    the culture is not convinced that 
Christianity is an answer that would solve 
any of their issues.

2.  we as Christians are so blinded 
by our religious truths we can’t 
see the true characteristics of 
the people around us.  And 
added to that is the fact that the 
religious truths many of us live 
are not something someone 
searching for answers wants.

We as believers must live out a true 
faith in all aspects of our lives all the time. 
This culture watches for what is real and au-
thentic and we have to show them with our 
very lives.  We should live out a faith that 
shows that the truths we hold to are not 
meant to dominate but are truths which will 
set one free and throughout life provide 
peace, assurance and joy. 

An excerpt from the book Making
Sense of Church by Spencer Burke I think 
can give us a clue as to how we should ap-
proach today’s world with the gospel. He 
says…

“The difference between warriors 
and gardeners is significant. Warriors take 
territory by force; gardeners faithfully till and 
water the soil. While warriors are busy at-
tacking, gardeners plant and fertilize.” 

“Then there’s the matter of seasons. 
While warriors press on no matter what the 
elements, gardeners step back on occasion. 
They know that working the soil incessantly 
leads to burnout. They understand the impor-
tance of rest—of allowing a field to lie fallow 
for a year in order to regenerate itself. At the 
same time, however, they’re also keenly 
aware of the mystery of spiritual growth. 
Spiritual gardening is not an exact science. 
While gardeners faithfully do their part, they

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they experience peace knowing that God is ulti-
mately responsible for the crop.”

We the church must be more ambitious about un-
derstanding the times. The Postmodern culture will not be 
converted by events or weekend crusades (decisions may 
culminate at a crusade, but the work must be done long be-
fore they get there).  The culture around us has to see, over 
time, that this truth we speak of is truly true.  We can show 
that through our lives within relationships with those around 
us.

So, we the Church should pick up our rakes and 

hoes and work on our gardening rather than our swords and 
shields; stop trying to conquer and begin tending and nurtur-
ing.

Remember our neighbors are our neighbors not our 
enemies.
