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Confessions of a Pastor

I must confess to you that as | sit here
this morning and try to write an article that
would be informing and enlightening | find
myself very distracted and unable to do so. |
am not able to center my thoughts on any
one particular area. | know we need to hear
more about the Health Implementation
Team and our spiritual gifts that they are
calling for. I know we need to hear things
from God’s word encouraging us to be better
at reaching out to our neighbors and sharing
the gospel that we hold so dear. And there
are many other areas of our church lifethat |
should be leading us in but honestly I am
distracted by the pace of life that Judy and |
have been keeping as of late.

My mind is still buzzing form all the
things that have gone on lately — the motor-
cycle ride to the Keys which was fun but it
rained almost everyday not allowing a com-
pletely relaxing time. We returned on
Wednesday morning and 2 hours later left
for Synod — leaving very little time for
‘switching gears.” Thursday afternoon | left
Synod to return to Statesville to visit one of
our dear members in the hospital. Then on
Friday morning| put the final touches on the
sermon before leaving for York, SC where |
was involved in a wedding rehearsal that
night and the ceremony Saurday afternoon
— getting in bed about midnight made Sun-
day morning come awful early. But Sunday
mornings are always fun because | get to go
to worship and sing and preach and those
are always high spots in my week. But then
on Sunday afternoon Judy and | were on the
road again heading thistime to Chattanooga,
TN for a conference. We returned on
Wednesday morning and | began preparing
for our worship service and Father’s Day.
And this doesn’t include the schedule of
events ahead of me that are rambling
through my mind — these are not nearly as
compact and hectic but every bit as consum-

ing.

How do we live in
these hectic lives of ours but yet not get over-
whelmed and not lose track of the really impor-
tant things? How do center ourselves on the
main things and keep the main things the main
things and let the secondary things return to
their secondary and rightful place?

I must confess to you something else. Dur-
ing my vacation and these other activities that
have kept me on the go | have allowed my devo-
tion time, Bible study time and my prayer time
to suffer horribly. 1 have allowed secondary
things to come before the main thing— my rela-
tion with my Lord. | haven’t been guilty of that
to this degree before thistime.

So for meit istimeto get back to the basics.
To re-focus myself | must return to my center,
to my life giver which is my relationship with
Jesus Christ.

This morning | am sitting out on the front
porch listening, writing, watching, praying and
reading. After Marli passed away | discovered this
place that gives me solace and healing so | return
here. But it is not the place but the ambition that
makes the difference. | have the ambition to return
to my devotion focus and remove myself from the
hectic hurried pace. Thereis still much to be done
on my list and | very easily could jump up from here
and get back on the frenzied merry-go-round but |
have chosen to stay off for now. Because | know
that if I do not do the things necessary for me to be
right with Christ then | will do no good in anything |
attempt to do.

So here this morning | am thinking about Paul
and Timothy, Jesus and the woman at the well and
other things that remind me of who | am and what
Jesus desire for me and from me. | am doing a lot
of pondering and listening.
