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Yield to the Hammer
(A por tion of the sermon from Apr il 10 I  

felt should be repeated)

The hammer is a useful tool - but the nail 
if it had feeling and intelligence, could present an-
other side of the story.  For the nail knows the 
hammer only as an opponent, a brutal, merciless 
enemy who lives to pound it into submission, to 
beat it down out of sight and clinch it into place. 
That is the nail’s view of the hammer, and it is ac-
curate except for one thing: the nail forgets that 
both it and the hammer are servants of the same 
workman. Let the nail but remember that the ham-
mer is held by the workman and all resentment 
toward it will disappear.  The workman decides 
whose head shall be beaten next and what hammer 
shall be used in the beating. This is his sovereign 
right.  When the nail has surrendered to the will of 
the workman and has gotten a little glimpse of his 
plans for its future it will yield to the hammer with-
out any further complaint. 

So it is with discipline in the hands of 
God!

Discipline is a necessity for the completion 
of the plans of God.  Discipline is a necessity for 
the development of obedient servants living within 
the plans of God.  We as believers must yield to the 
hammer, the discipline of our Father. 

In today’s culture some will argue that a 
maximum outpouring of love makes discipline un-
necessary and that if the environment around a 
person is loving, warm and nurturing then they 
will be alright – after all we are products of our 
environments and since we are by nature ‘good 
people’ maximum love will encourage them to be 
good, and warm and loving and discipline will not 
be necessary.

Well, to be extremely frank & to the point, 
this reveals that those who hold to this view show 
evidence that they truly do not understand the real 
nature of a person.

Well, to be extremely frank & to the 
point, this reveals that those who hold to this view 
show evidence that they truly do not understand 
the real nature of a person.

We as humans come into this world un-
disciplined, untamed, with no cares or concerns. 
When have you have ever had to teach a child to 
be selfish?  When have you have ever had to teach 
a child to lie on the floor and have a ‘temper tan-
trum?’  Anyone? 

The latter portion of Genesis 8:21 gives 
us God’s own words and reveals that ever y incl i -
nat i on  of  h i s (man) hear t  i s evi l  f r om  ch i ld-
hood. Discipline is the only way to direct a child 
away from the inclination of evil and because you, 
the parent, love them and do not want certain 
behaviors to continue – you discipline them, even 
forcefully if needed.

Instead of love negating the need of disci-
pline; it is love according to God’s word that de-
mands discipline in order to change the behavior 
of a sinful heart. 

Just as you show true biblical love to 
your child thru proper discipline, God show his 
true love for us through his disciplinary acts.  Just 
like children we, as believers, must go through 
‘character transformation.’  Just as a child must 
be transformed from that screaming selfish child 
into a disciplined adult we as well must be trans-
formed from the fallen creatures we are into the 
Christ-like individuals our Father desires.

In all of this our greatest need is trust. Do 
we trust the workman who wields the hammer of 
discipline to drive that nail to its appropriate 
depth? We as believers must trust & yield to the 
hammer.

But many in the Christian world have 
given into the pop culture and believe that life 
should be good, with no worries, and no prob-
lems.  We are good people and we should have it 
good. Life should be fun and easy. We actually 
have believed the lie that people really aren’t as 
bad as that book (the Bible) of stories and fables 
say. So when the struggles come we are blown out 
of the water and can’t believe something that hard 
would be asked of us.

In Hebrews 12 however, we read: en -
dur e har dsh ip as di scipl i ne; God i s t r eat -
i ng you as sons. For  what  son  i s not  d i sci -
p l i ned by h i s father ? I f  you  ar e not  d i sci -
pl i ned, then  you ar e i l legi t im ate ch i ldr en  
and not  t r ue sons. We are disciplined because 
God loves us. I f you as a parent do not discipline
your child you are saying, I  don’t love you enough 
to help you. Will the world ever understand this? 
No!  Should you as a believer? Well, if you are 
really a believer, you must! 
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We must endure the hardships, face the trials and 
when the tough times come we must trust the workman. We 
must yield to the hammer.

Even as believers we are presently not ready for 
heaven but through the challenges and trials we are re-
formed into the likeness of Christ. This is accomplished 
through the love and discipline given from the very hand of 
God.

So what is the ultimate goal of discipline? Soul 
transformation is the objective.

We are born into sin – but through redemption our 
names are written in the Book of Life by Jesus Christ.  But 
even with that we are not yet ready for association with the 
witnesses in heaven. Sanctification must take place and that 
is the disciplined process whereby we are transformed from 

 the old to the new, transformed to be more and more like Christ.

The hammer of discipline in the hand of the workman, the 
Father, places the nails in just the right place and begins driving and 
driving and the driving will continue until we are secured in our
proper places and have obtained the likeness of Christ he desires. We 
must yield to the hammer.

Let  us f i x our  eyes on  Jesus, the author  and per -
fecter  of  our  fai th , who for  the joy set  befor e h im  endur ed 
the cr oss (Heb 12:2). Jesus withstood the nails being placed just as 
they had to be.  Because of his obedience to and his love for the Fa-
ther - he yielded to the hammer and the nails were driven in.

Will you yield to the hammer of discipline so that the nails in 
your life can placed exactly right?
