A Special Message from 

Pastor Tim

 God is beginning to write another chapter 
in my life. I  have had many significant and 
demanding chapters written lately – attending 
seminary, quitting my job at Duke Power, be-
ing called to New Sterling and of course the 
passing of my Marli – some chapters, exciting, 
challenging and extremely rewarding – one
very sad. 

On September 12 I  will begin attending 
classes at Erskine Theological Seminary and 
the pursuit of a Doctorate of Ministry degree. I  
am doing this because I  have seen it clearly to 
be God’s will for me at this time. I  have had 
individuals that I  trust with my life be used by 
our Lord to encourage me to do this at this 
time. I  have discussed this with the Session of 
New Sterling and they also are very supportive 
of this.

When I  graduated from seminary in ’01 I  
knew then that one day I  would return. I  love 
to learn, I  love to discover the depths and 
truths of our Lord and I  want to be prepared 
to turn and teach others. I  have prayed Psalm 
51 verses 12 & 13 many times where David 
said, ‘Restore to me the joy of your salvation 
and grant me a willing spirit, to sustain me. 
Then I  will teach transgressors your ways, and 
sinners will turn back to you.’ I  see my gifting 
by the Holy Spirit to teach and the opportunity 
to return to seminary as a fulfilling in part of 
God’s answer to that prayer.  And the object of 
those verses, isn’t that what the preaching of 
the gospel is all about. We are to show the 
love, peace and grace of God to the people so 
that they, through the leading of the Holy 
Spirit, turn back to the God who created them 
and gave them life. 

I  can imagine that many of you are asking 

many questions – How is he going to manage 
the time needed for such a thing? What does 
Judy think? Does he plan to leave New Ster-
ling? What is he going to do with the degree 
when finishes? What is going to be left undone 
here while he is away? I  want to address each 
of these for you.

I  hope and pray that for you the members 
of New Sterling that this next three years while 
I  attend Erskine will seem very normal – that
you will not notice a thing at the church going 
undone. But, I  am a realist and I  know that 
some will need to get in touch with me or 
some issue will arise and I  will be in Due West 
and it will be a bit of a delay before they can 
get in touch with me. So I  know for some it 
will be an inconvenience. But I  pray that it is 
very little.

God has blessed New Sterling with many 
lay persons who conduct the ministries here at 
the church. I t is my job many times to just lis-
ten to their ideas, make a comment or two 
when needed and they take care of business. 
So my time directly associated with many 
ministries is not needed and that is as it 
should be. So taking the time to be away just 
means that communication for me to those in 
the church needs to be further in advance and 
planning take on a larger perspective.

You ask, ‘What does Judy think?’ Well, in 
short, I  don’t do anything unless Judy is 110% 
in favor of the decision. While Judy knows 
that it will take time from her, that we will be 
away from each other and that things around 
the house will change somewhat she sees this 
as well as God’s call on my life at this time. 
Just as with the first time I  went to seminary it 
was Judy who made the final call and said now 
is the time. She is willing to sacrifice our com-
fort to answer and be obedient to the call. Now 
for me I  have to make sure that Judy’s needs 
do not go unfilled. My first call after my salva-
tion in Christ is her. I  will give my all to ensure 
that she does not go lacking during this time!

Some pastors use churches as stepping 
stones headed to bigger and better things (in 
their eyes). Let me tell you truthfully and 
clearly – I  have never had that thought regard-
ing New Sterling. In fact for me the thought 
has always been the  opposite. — I hope I  can 
stay at New Sterling until  I  retire which for 
me now is 19 more years. I  pray often that I  
never see a pulpit committee sitting at the 
back of the sanctuary of New Sterling. So I  do 
not have a desire to leave New Sterling. Just as 
now though I  will always be obedient to the 
call God places on my life.
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What do I  plan to do with this degree?  Again, in 
short, teach!  My teaching begins in the pulpit with 
preaching. I  hear clearly the words told to another Timo-
thy a few years ago – Preach the Word (I I  Tim 4). I  will 
major in reformed worship at Erskine and a huge part of 
that is preaching. I  pray that my preaching becomes ap-
preciably better as I  concentrate on that during these next 
three years.

I  will also continue to take every opportunity to teach 
here at New Sterling. The different Bible studies and 
classes that have taken place over the last four years have 
just encouraged me to do more. And I  do enjoy watching 
the people learn; seeing the proverbial light bulb come on 
as someone grasps an idea for the first time. My first re-
sponsibility to New Sterling is Ephesians 4:11 & 12 
‘prepare the people for works of service,’ and I  do that 
through preaching and teaching.

But in the last two years another opportunity to teach 
has presented itself and that is assisting Dr. Frank Kik 
with his classes at Reformed Seminary in Charlotte. This 
call of God is the one that really blows me away. As many 
of you know Dr. Kik’s health is not good at this time and 
his class sizes are increasing. He has called me from time 
to time and asked for me to share the work load and actu-
ally take his classes when he was unable. So I  will use this 
degree to support the teaching of new pastors and mis-
sionaries in the seminary classroom.  I t was actually Dr. 
Kik who encouraged me the greatest to begin my doctor-
ate studies and consider strongly the possibility of becom-
ing a Visiting Professor of Practical Theology at RTS.  Talk 
about getting a glimpse of the will of God and it making 
you stagger just a bit – I  did when we had that conversa-
tion.

A desire RTS has, I  think, for a Visiting Professor of 
Practical Theology is for that individual to be involved 
presently with a church so that he can bring actual, cur-
rent content into the classroom. So for me, if I  do fill such 
a role, that means that I  must stay at New Sterling so I  

can bring real-life issues into the classroom at RTS. 

But to do all of this I  need and must have your help. 
For God’s will to be accomplished in this way there must 
be cooperation, support, understanding and prayer. I  ask 
that you pray that I  above all things do exactly what God 
has called on me to do. I  want you to pray that God’s 
church at New Sterling flourishes during this time. Pray 
that Satan does not get a foothold within our Lord’s con-
gregation.  I  want you also to pray that those who are in-
volved in the ministries of New Sterling (which is basi-
cally all of you) will see this time as a time of learning, of 
growth and most importantly a time of obedience. We 
must all be obedient to the call God has placed on our 
lives. And during this time it may mean that some who 
are standing on the sidelines jump in and get involved in a 
greater degree. I  pray that that be the case.

Please know that I  am not doing this to prepare my-
self for some other place or some other work. I  do this to 
prepare myself for the work our Lord has for us here at 
New Sterling. As I  write this, the Health Team is working 
on plans to improve our deficiencies in evangelism, the 
session is beginning to develop the vision, purpose and 
strategies for the future of New Sterling and most impor-
tantly God is changing the lives of many within the church 
and I  believe all of this is preparing us for the place he has 
for us in his kingdom work. We will, here at New Sterling, 
impact the people of God for the glory of God. There are 
many great things in the future of our church and this 
time is preparing us for such a time as that!

Miss Lucille Halyburton lived in Stony 
Point and had just completed her high 
school years at Scotts High School in Iredell 
County.   The year was 1924.

 She struggled to continue her education due 
to the fact she was one of 10 children.   In 
1825 she taught in a one-room school with 
just her high school diploma.

In 1926 she began teaching at Taylor 
Springs School.   That same year Ernest F. 
Billings became the principal of the New 
Hope Community School.

In 1926, she enrolled in Appalachian Col-
lege in Boone, borrowing money from the 
college to pay for her education.   After 
graduation she taught for 4 years at Union 
Grove School.   During this time she and 
principal Billings were married.

Her salary during this time was around $50 per month but she 
managed to pay back her loans.   After her work at Union 
Grove, Mr. Billings became a principal in Gastonia where they 

lived and worked for 4 years.

Lucille’s family wanted her to 
move back to the Scotts com-
munity.   As fate would have it, 
Scotts High School had open-
ings available for the husband 
and wife team.

Ernest began teaching in the 
classroom again assisting Prin-
cipal Robert Bradford in a po-
sition similar to an assistant-
principal today.  Lucille was 
allowed to teach there even 
though it was rare for a hus-
band and wife to work in the 
same school.

The couple lived at the teacher-
age, which was a boarding house for teachers working at the 

school.  They lived there from 1934-1043
until their daughter Camille was born.   They 
then built a home in the Scotts community.

Over the years, Lucille continue her education 
at Lenoir Rhyne College and Catawba Col-
lege.  Lucille taught at the elementary school 
level for 29 years while Ernest gave 42 years 
to education instruction.   This was a com-
bined teaching and administration work total 
of 71 years.

Lucille saw education move from the one-
room school houses to the consolidated Iredell 
County schools in 1966.  She remembers 
many former students from Scotts and is 
proud they have achieved so many goals.

Lucille and Ernest were members of New 
Amity ARP Church for many years.   We at 
New Sterling felt very fortunate when they 

came here and became members.   Lucille taught the Eula 
Pressly Bible Class for many years.   She was a member of the 
Dorothy Dagenhart Circle and then the Golden Christian Circle.
The WOC dedicated the yearbook to her in 1999.  In 1982 and 
1990 she was presented with a Love Gift by the WOC.

Lucille and Ernest were married for 63 years before his death in
July of 1993.

Lucille now resides in Kernersville with her daughter, Camille 
and her husband David.   She has 2 grandchildren, Kent Martin
and Meredith DiCostanzo.   She also is a proud great-
grandmother of 14 month old Joseph Kent DiCostanzo.

She works on many knitting projects and has her days bright-
ened by calls from former neighbors, students and church fam-
ily members.

We could not wait to get into Mr. Billings Class.   He was my ( and sev-
eral others here) 5th grade school teacher.

He was the kind of teacher you grew to love.  He was stern, strict and 
you knew what he expected.   It was easy to work hard in his class and 
make good grades because he had a flare for making you want to learn.
You respected him and wanted to do your best and he respected his stu-
dents.  You also wanted to do well because he know most of our parents 
personally and made no bones about calling them if you “messed up”.

His normal teaching position was leaning back in a straight chair behind his desk in front of the chalk board.  His normal place of rest during 
recess was sitting under the big oak tree on the playground in the shade.   He spoke lovingly of his wife, Lucille, and his daughter Camille.   He 
had that sort of sneaky,  sideways grin when he thought he knew a “secret”  about you or when he told a story about his wife and daughter.

We always tried to work fast, do our best, finish tests early because if we did, at the end of the day we were rewarded by getting to sing in the 
afternoon.   Our favorite at the time was an album (remember those?) by Johnny Horton.   We sang, “North to Alaska” , “Sink the Bismark”  and 
“Whispering Pines”  to the top of our lungs.   Those were the good old days.

I tell this in part to bring back very fond memories and to remember a very fine husband, father and teacher.  I am sure many of Mrs. Billings’  
students can say the same things about her.   I just hope one day my children have a teacher or teachers they can remember as fondly as I do 
Mr. Billings.  I also hope they learn about and learn to love a special “ treasure”  like Mrs. Billings

Today we celebrate Mrs. Billings’  100th birthday and I wish you many, many more.

 Final ly, not  real ly want ing to disturb him but  
want ing to check on him at  the same t ime, I  asked 
him if he was OK. He raised his head and looked at
me and smiled. Yes, I 'm fine, thank you for  asking, 
he said in a clear  st rong voice.

I  didn't  mean to disturb you, grandpa, but  you were 
just  sit t ing here star ing at  your  hands and I  
wanted to make sure you were OK I  explained to 
him.

Have you ever  looked at  your  hands he asked. I  
mean really looked at  your  hands?

I  slowly opened my hands and stared down at  
them. I  turned them over, palms up and then 
palms down. No, I  guess I  had never real ly looked 
at  my hands as I  t r ied to figure out  the point  he 
was making.

 Grandpa smiled and related this story:

Stop and think for  a moment about  the hands you 
have, how they have served you well  throughout  
your  years. These hands, though wr inkled, shr iv-
eled and weak have been the tools I  have used al l  
my l i fe to reach out  and grab and embrace l i fe.

They braced and caught  my fal l  when as a toddler  I  
crashed upon the floor . They put  food in my mouth 
and clothes on my back. As a child my mother 
taught  me to fold them in prayer . They t ied my 
shoes and pulled on my boots.

They dr ied the tears of my chi ldren and caressed 
the love of my l i fe.

They held my r i fle and wiped my tears when I  went  
off to war. They have been dir ty, scraped and raw, 
swollen and bent .

 They were uneasy and clumsy when I  t r ied to hold 
my newborn son.  Decorated with my wedding band 
they showed the wor ld that  I  was marr ied and 
loved someone special.

 They wrote the let ters home and t rembled and 
shook when I  bur ied my parents and spouse and 
walked my daughter  down the aisle.

They have held chi ldren, consoled neighbors, and 
shook in fists of anger when I  didn't  understand. They 
have covered my face, combed my hair , and washed 
and cleansed the rest  of my body.

They have been st icky and wet , bent  and broken, dr ied 
and raw. And to this day when not  much of anything 
else of me works real well  these hands hold me up, lay 
me down, and again cont inue to fold in prayer. These 
hands are  the mark of where I 've been and the rug-
gedness of my l i fe.

But  more important ly i t  wi l l  be these hands that  God 
wil l  reach out  and take when he leads me home. And 
with my hands He wil l  l i ft  me to His side and there I  
wil l  use these hands to touch the face of Chr ist .

 I  wil l  never look at  my hands the same again. But  I  
remember God reached out  and took my grandpa's 
hands and led him home. When my hands are hur t  or  
sore or  when I  st roke the face of my children and wife I  
think of grandpa. I  know he has been st roked and ca-
ressed and held by the hands of God. I , too,
want  to touch the face of God and feel his hands upon 
my face.
